This is to acknowledge that we will be happy to admit the child Darina Rosenova Pencheva for allogeneic stem cell transplantation, which appears to be the most likely way to cure her.

The total cost of the treatment will be $77,000 if a matched sibling is available in the family, or if no matched sibling is available in the family, we can offer the patient a transplant from a half-matched family member, at a reduced cost of $120,000.  Cost includes all expenses from the moment the patient is admitted in our clinic until he leaves the country, including medications, laboratory examinations, while he is in the hospital and during the outpatient follow-up period.  

We will be glad to admit the patient as soon as she will be able to travel to Israel, once all the financial arrangements will be complete.
